1. The 3rd International Piano Competition addressed to the students of  Primary and Secondary Music Schools – Augustów 2012 will take place between the 25th and 29th of April  at the concert hall of Panstwowa Szkoła Muzyczna I stopnia  (State Primary Music School) in Augustów, located in Wybickiego 1 street.
2.  International Piano Competition in Augustów is organized every 2 years.
3. The competition will be divided into four following categories based on age:
          1st and 2nd Division – organized in one stage, 3rd Division – organized in two stages

· 1st Division – up to 10 years of age (born in 2002 and younger)

· 2nd Division – up to 13 years of age (born in 1999 and younger) 
· 3rd Division – up to 16 years of age (born in 1996 and younger)
· 4th Division – up to 19 years of age( born in 1993 and younger)
4. A participant from the younger division may compete with the older division on the condition of performing a programme required for the older category.

      5. The 1st and 2nd Divisions are organized in one stage, the 3rd  and 4th Divisions –          in two stages
6.The order of the auditions will be based on age.  The youngest participants of their         respective divisions  will perform first.

7. Participants of the competition during all the auditions will perform on the concert piano – Yamaha S6.

8. Programme of the competition must be memorized and performed in accordance to the time limits.

9. Performances of the participants of the competition will be appraised by the jury appointed by the Director of the Department  of Artistic Schools and Cultural Education of the Ministry of Culture and the National Heritage.
10.  Titles of the award winners and distinctions will be granted within each age division. The award winners of the competition will receive prizes and diplomas and are obliged to performing  in the final award winners concert.
11. All participants will receive diplomas of participation in the competition. Those granted distinctions will receive prizes and diplomas of distinction.
12. Participants of the competition are obliged to pay a registration fee of  25 Euro
